Meeting Minutes

January 15, 2009
I. Call to order
Tony Vigliotti called to order the meeting of the Brookhaven Industrial Group Association at 4:00pm on January 15, 2009 at Framerica.

II. Roll call

III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Diane Fava read the minutes from the November 2008 meeting. The minutes were approved as read.
IV. Open issues

a) Tony opened the meeting announcing the BOD will remain the same, however, John O’Hara will be President and Tony will be Treasurer and Gordon will be Vice President.
b) Tony announced that at each Member’s meeting there will be a Treasurer’s financial balance sheet for any member to review.  Tony informed the members that as of right now, we are in good shape financially.
c) Introduced new members: Raymond Downey, Sovereign Bank; Robert J. La Reddola, La Reddola, Lester & Associates, LLP and Stacie Stierle of McKeon Door.
V. Presenters

a) Chris Arato of Biscotti, Toback and Company presented information of the value of doing a cost segregation study for building owners. If you have purchased a building or have done improvements you can have one done: he covered the following information: Engineering Analysis; What is Tax Depreciation; Why are CSS performed; What the IRS thinks (structural components); the 4 types of properties; real property; land improvements; major areas for CSS and personal property.  The average cost of a CSS for a $3,000,000 building would be $8,000.

b) Rich Kruse, Director of Economic Development and Yves Michel, Deputy Director from Economic Development, Town of Brookhaven stopped by to introduce themselves and to inform us if we have any issues about the Empire Zone or IDA to give them a call.  Richard Kruse is also CEO of Brookhaven IDA.  They spoke of a $333,000,000 Sewer District Bridge Project.
VI. New business

d) The Security Committee advised the members about the proposed signs.  They will place signs at the entrances to the Industrial Park and on Station Road.  The signs are 2X2 in size.  Tony showed the members the dummy cameras.  He had purchased 12 of them at $20 each.  There was a suggestion by Fred Towle, Bay Gas to also purchase some real cameras in conjunction with the dummy cameras.
e) Terrence discussed the brake in of an employee’s car on New Year’s Eve day during normal business hours at Tribology Tech-Lube.  The dash board of the car was damaged and some money taken.
f) A committee will be formed to locate where the cameras will be placed.
g) Bill Bruno of Bruno & Bruno Associates spoke about Grants for employee training up to $50,000.  For fewer than 100 employees, there is no contribution by the employer, over 100 employees it is over 25%.  There are grants for companies working with modern equipment and if the company has Green Products. Salary increases of about 3% if the employees take advantage of the courses.

h) Need to create a committee for Membership Drive/Renewal.  No volunteers; John O’Hara will be the committee.

i) Vendor Committee Report: Rob Capocci of Anthony’s Closets and Rudy Fusco of Mr. Parking Lot, Inc. met with 3 landscape contractors in the summertime to discuss getting a group rate for companies who hire their services.  Rob suggested that the landscape companies should present their company to the members at the BIG meetings.  We need to establish how to get the vendors to agree to a discount rate.

j) John O’Hara reported on Real Estate in the area.  The Marriot project closed and will be applying for their Health Department Permit.  Construction should start to commence in the spring or summer of 2009.  Pallets-R-Us broke ground on Woodside Avenue.  There are also buildings that are available to rent.  Prices of sales have come down a bit, however, rentals are competitive.  A & M Associates approved condo complex in back of the Hess Station
