Presenter
· Dean Murray, NY State Assembly Candidate addressed the members.  He is running to replace Pat Eddington’s seat on February 9, 2010.  He is a small business owner of D&S Advertising in there 13th year of operation.  They advertise on the racks in the supermarkets.  He donates advertising to the Nassau and Suffolk Police.  Advised us on driving more business to this area; would like to see Star Rebate Checks back.  Bring common sense business approach to Albany
· Larry Britt introduced his boss, Mitch Garber for a presentation.  Caithness is involved with solar projects on the west coast.  What are the benefits to Long Island with the power plant?  It is a combined power plant; gas and steam cycle to make electricity.  Uses one source of fuel; less emissions.  Natural gas is used; fire heating oil used no more than 30 days.  3 way steam: cooling, evaporated cooling, close system (air driven by fans).  As of Thursday, Caithness produced 300 mega watts.  As of August 1, 2009 it has been commercially operational.  7,000 BTU’s kilowatt hour.  They have 750 gallons (2 tanks) of de-mineralized water for fire protection.
