I. Call to order

III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
The January minutes were distributed to members.  Meeting minutes were approved.
IV. Open issues

a) Introduction of new members: Harry Jensen of Insula-Dome; Ken Corcoran of Solas Plumbing Corp.; JME Fire Sprinkers; GAMC; and Louis Liguori of Tutor Time of Medford by John O’Hara.
b) Scott Convery spoke about the expansion of BIG and presented a map to show the expansion. A total of 24 surveillance signs and 12 cameras will be installed.
c) Terrence Tierney distributed the survey about BIG.  10 questions and suggestions are to be answered anonymously by members.  Survey was given back to Terrence at the end of the meeting.

d) Rob Capocci of Anthony’s Closet and Rudy Fusco of Mr. Parking Lot, Inc. advised members of the landscaping report.  There are 3 competitors: Brickman, Muller and Facetti Landscaping companies. Get scope of work needed.  Companies to contact landscapers.  Three members requested bids so far.  
e) Larry Britt of Caithness Long Island advised the members about the testing that was going on for 4 days.  The testing is over and will not occur when the plant operates.  They were boiling out the boiler and used a muffler system.  They are ahead 30 days and will be fully operational by May 28th.  It will not be as noisy when it operates.  Larry addressed the issue that it was not Caithness who requested the road work that is going on at Old Dock Road; it was LIPA.  Members asked if Caithness could maybe speak with LIPA about getting the road work accomplished on their behalf since Caithness has a good relationship with them.
V. New business

f) John O’Hara sent a letter to John Rouse, Superintendent of Highway Department regarding the installation of 10” conduits for Caithness Power Plant.
g) John O’Hara sent letter to Lynn Weyant, Traffic Safety for the town of Brookhaven regarding the 28 stop signs that are placed in the driveways leading out to the roadway.  We are requesting removal of them and to be placed in proper locations, such as by Todd Court and Industrial Road.
h) Board Members met with Marcy Tublinksy, former Director of Hauppauge Industrial Association, regarding how to grow our Association and how HIA got started.  Advised us that we are on the right track and improve on infrastructure first.
i) Need to partner in other networking group associations.
