New business

· Drag Racing Issues: Scott Convery of Pixel Print reminded everyone that there was a drag racing death on his property.  The BOD has met with Sergeant Teplinsky of the 5th Precinct.  The precinct has been patrolling this area, especially around 12:00am when drag racing starts to occur.  Please advise the 5th Precinct or the BOD if you hear of drag racing happening in the area.
· Gordon Van Vechten of Framerica advised us on the debris situation occurring at Environmental Services, Inc. and the corner of Todd Court and Zorn Boulevard.  The Fire Marshall and Code Enforcement were there and have issued violation notices to clean up.  Fire Marshall and Code Enforcement will follow up.
V. Presenter

· The members of Tutor Time educated the members about “Presenteeism” which is defined as the measure of lost productivity cost due to employees actually showing up for work, but not being fully engaged and productive mainly because of personal, health or life issues distractions.  Example of this would be worrying about your child sick in day care.  Pamphlets were handed out to educate us about how to prevent swine flu.
