I. Call to order

III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Minutes from May 2009 meeting were approved.
IV. Open issues

Winter Brothers odor issue: The Board had a meeting last month with the DEC, 5th 
Precinct and town officials to discuss the odor problem.  The members should be 
encouraged to call the DEC complaint hotline; need high volume of calls.  Maggio 
Sanitation is required to put in high speed fans and overhead doors.  McKeon Doors 
will be supplying them with the over head doors.  Winter Brothers also needs high 
speed doors and fans to contain the odor.
V. New business

· Advised members that there was another death on Old Dock Road.  This would make 4 in last several years.  Sergeant Michael Teplansky had told the BOD that it would be stepping up its enforcement in the evening and overnight hours for this.  We are still having the drag racing problems that usually occur on Tuesdays when there is a car show at Stop & Shop and weekend hours.  There are groups of them who compete.  The town will not put up stop signs to control speed.  There are insurance reasons that we could not have speed bumps installed on Old Dock Road.
· Terrence Tierney advised that the BIG Newsletter comes out every two months.
· John O’Hara advised us that Alco Realty has a site plan; change from retail to industrial at the corner of Sills Road/Station Road.  They want to place a strip of stores to include an OTB building next to Tutor Time.  This is a concern for Tutor Time, according to Simone Costa of Tutor Time; it is not in the best interest for the neighborhood.  She also advised that Tutor Time had tried over a year to get an appointment with Connie Kepert, Councilwoman.  John O’Hara will call the local civic association to oppose having the OTB at that location.
VI. Presenter

· Rick Cunha, who is running for the 4th District Council seat against Connie   Keppert.  He wants to create jobs.  Rick is a builder, developer and owns strip mall centers.  The District, including Atlantic Point, needs balance.  Rick is running against Connie Kepert whose background is being a school teacher.  John O’Hara asked him if he would be the “go to person” for the Brookhaven Industrial Group if we have some 
issues.  His response was “yes”.  Rudy of Mr. Parking Lot, Inc. asked Rick what we could do to assist him in getting elected.  Rick advised of donations 
to his campaign.  There are 7 seats on council that are up for election.  There are 3 Republicans and 1 Conservative.  He will be having a Fundraiser on September 25th at 
Porters on the Lane in Bellport.  
· Jim Tullo and Mike Egan of Garden City Financial Group spoke of changes in legislation including healthcare.  Mike Egan advised the Members on the concerns of 
businesses, such as no job growth, not spending, local business cost concerns and rising healthcare costs and health spending accounts.  The big area is pension and social security.  In 2010 IRA should be converted to Roth. 
In Ending
· The BOD announced that we have 44 paid members.  BIG members are advised to reach out to the BOD for any concerns that they may have.  Need to recruit new members to join.  

· Diane to speak to Sergeant Teplansky and/or Sergeant Doherty 
about drag racing still occurring after hours, and on weekends on Old Dock Road.

· The BIG Holiday Party will be scheduled for Thursday, December 17, 2009.  Members may bring two guests.
