IV. New business
We are in the process of developing the Brookhaven Industrial Group website with the assistance of John O’Hara. We have a new Logo and the website will have a mission statement, about us, accomplishments, By-Laws, BOD Members, Member Directory, Application and Future Goals, Elections, Proxy’s, BIO’s on BOD, New Companies coming into neighborhood and updates. We will be speaking about expanding the group after the November Elections.  John O’Hara will be knocking on doors to build up the membership.  The website is on schedule and will be up and running in about two weeks.  Diane will maintain the website.  The website is very simple and will be self maintained.  Want to get ideas from members.  We will have job opportunities posted and have links to businesses. Also, a suggestion about setting up email alerts for the website.
Winter Brothers issue: Many companies have been complaining about the odor coming from the plant.  Tony was working late one day and the odor was so bad that he had to let the employees go home. The humidity effects how bad the smell is this year.  Terence met with Winter Brothers.  What was causing the odor?  Winter Brothers has two misting systems.  They can not run one of them during the day because they have employees inside working.  A meeting at Framerica is set for Tuesday, September 23, 2008 with the VP’s of Winter Brothers.  Diane has emailed her contact at the DEC to find out about how guidelines are measured for the odor.  She has forwarded the response to the BOD.
November 20, 2008 is the first BOD election.  Anyone interested in running for the BOD must forward their Bio and a brief description on why they would like to run to Diane by October 15th.  If no one else runs only 1 ballot will be cast for the BOD.

The BOD asked members how many times a year they would like to meet and what time of day.  A vote was taken and the response was that we would have meetings every other month and the time would remain the same.

There are 40 members of the Brookhaven Industrial Group and approximately 70 businesses in the general area.  Stanley put in curbs and will be moving to the Coram area.

Hotel Project: Final site plan approval – applying for building permits.  Sewage Treatment Plant has to happen first.  Final comments on permit next week.

Project Transportation Station: Dry Goods (raw materials) and finished project will ship out of a 100,000 square foot facility.  The facility will be built up and running in 18 months west of Long Island Avenue.  LI Business News is tracking town planning process. This will assist the existing businesses with their trucking needs and save companies money.
Look into getting the Police Department in again to speak about the issue of vandalism.

Rudy from Mr. Parking Lot suggested enhanced security surveillance.  Maybe cameras near the entrance of Sill Industrial Park.
